· Giving information about the future
The shall /will + infinitive structure is used to talk about future events that we see as facts.
	Examples :	It will be spring soon.		Next year I will be 45.
	In June we will bring out two new models.
The future simple is used similarly for future habitual actions which we assume will take place: 
		Examples:	Birds will build nests. 
			Other men will climb these stairs and sit at my desk.
· Predictions or beliefs about the future
We often use shall/ will in predictions of future events- to talk about what we think, guess or calculate will happen.
	Examples :	Tomorrow will be warm, with some cloud in the afternoon.
		Who do you think will win on Saturday?
		I shall be rich one day.	You will never finish that book.
Notes:
· We can use will definitely, certainly, probably, perhaps, possibly OR definitely, certainly, probably, perhaps, possibly won’t ( notice the difference in word order) to show how certain we are that things will happen.
Examples:	I will probably be home late tonight.
			He will certainly / certainly won’t agree with you  
			Scientists will probably / probably won’t find a solution to global warming.
· We can introduce predictions with “I think”:
Examples:	I think the DVD will disappear in ten years.
			I think the exam will be difficult.
· We avoid saying: I think…….won’t……….. , we say: t don’t think ……will…..
Example:	I don’t think it will rain this morning. NOT I think it won’t rain this morning.
· We can also introduce our opinions, assumptions or speculations about the future using verbs such as: assume, be afraid, be/feel sure, believe, daresay, doubt, expect, hope, know, reckon, suppose, wonder, etc.
Examples:	I'm sure he’ll come back.	I suppose they’ll sell the house.
		I haven’t seen Carol today. I expect she will phone this evening.
		I wonder what will happen.			
· In sentences containing clauses of :
· Condition: 	If I drop this glass, it will break.
		If the weather is fine, we’ll have the party in the garden.
· Time: 		When it gets warmer the snow will start to melt.
· And sometimes purpose:	 I'm pulling this letter on top of the pile so that he'll read it first.
Note:  in an if-clause or a time clause we don't use the future simple even when the meaning is 	future: 
		He will probably be late.	 but  If he is late . . . and 
		It will get warmer soon.	 but  When it gets warmer . . .
· With verbs which are not normally used in the continuous tenses, e.g. auxiliary verbs, verbs of the senses, of emotion, thinking, possessing etc., usually express the future by the future simple, though “be going to” is sometimes possible: 
    He 'II be here at six. 		You 'II have time for tea. 	They'll know tonight.
· In newspapers and news broadcasts:  The future simple is used, chiefly in newspapers and news broadcasts, for formal announcements of future plans and for weather forecasts. 
	NEWSPAPER: The President will open the new heliport tomorrow. 
		The fog will persist in all areas.
· Instant decisions : We often use « will » when we tell people about a decision as we make it (an immediate decision)
	“Anything to drink, sir?” 	“ I will just have a glass of water, please”
	“The phone is ringing.”     “I’ll answer it.”
	“I can’t do this.”	“Don’t worry. I will help you.”
Notes:
·  Shall is not used in this way.
		Example :	You can have it for £ 50. OK, I will buy it. ( not : I shall buy it)
· The present simple is not normally used to announce decisions.
Examples :	I think I will go to bed. (not : I think I go to bed)
· To announce decisions that have already been made, we generally prefer « going to » or the present progressive.(do not use “will” to talk about what you have already decided or arranged to do)
		Examples :		Are you working tomorrow?		I’m going on holiday next Saturday.
· Stressed « will » can express determination.
		Example : 	I will stop smoking ! I really will !
· Making a promise, warning or threat : note that the simple present is not possible in these cases. 
	Examples :	I’ll phone you tonight. (not : I phone you) (promise)
 	Careful! You will fall.
			The next time you do that I’ll send you out of the room.	
· Shall is also possible in British English after I and we, but it is less common than « will ».
Example :	I shall give you a teddy bear for your birthday.
· Refusals : won’t : Will not or won’t is used to refuse, or to talk about refusals.
Examples :	I don’t care what you say, I won’t do it.
			The car won’t start.
· Agreeing to do something: 	A: Can you give Tim this book?
				B: Sure, I’ll give it to him when I see him this afternoon.
· We use “shall” (not “will”) with I and we in question forms to: 
· Ask for advice: 		What shall I tell him?		Shall I take a coat?
· Make an offer: 		 Shall I carry your bag ?	Shall I help you with that?
· Make a suggestion: 	Let’s go and see Lucy, shall we ?	Shall we go to the cinema tonight?
· Asking somebody to do something: We can use « will you… ?» to tell or ask people to do things. (in polite requests « would you… ? is preferred)
Examples :	will you get me a newspaper when you’re out ?
			Will you be quiet, please ? 
			Make me a cup of coffee, will you ?
Notes:

· After “I hope”, we generally use the present. (“will” is also possible)
	I hope Kate passes the exam. (or: I hope Kate will pass)
	I hope it doesn’t rain tomorrow.
· Generally we use “will” to talk about the future, but sometimes we use “will” to talk about now.
	Don’t phone Ann now. She will be busy. ( = She’ll be busy now)
· Future events already decided : will not used
When future events are already decided, or when we can « see them coming », we often prefer a present form (usually present progressive or going to…) 
Examples :	I’m seeing the headmaster on Monday.
			My sister is going to have a baby.
· Not used in subordinate clauses : When I arrive
In subordinate clauses, we usually use present tenses instead of « shall/will ».
Example :	I’ll phone you when I arrive. (not : when I’ll arrive)
