In recent years, the craft of journalism has experienced a substantial shift due to a panoply of technological and professional innovations  which have disrupted the identities and practices of most news-workers worldwide. Traditionally, journalists were the central nexus between facts and audiences, the key to informing citizens about public affairs and politics. However, with the emergence and popularization of digital technologies, personal blogs, and social media services, many users have been empowered to create, and disseminate their views and perspectives in valuable news contents. In this context, citizens’ news content creation or “citizen journalism”, has challenged and complemented the traditional ethos of professional journalism, amplifying its boundaries, scope, and roots.
Citizen journalism is the activity of recording or writing about news stories when this is done by ordinary people rather than by trained reporters 
There is a trend towards citizen journalism, with news channels and newspapers encouraging people to send in their videos. Citizen journalists are members of the public who find themselves on the scene of events before journalists arrive. They record or film events and may break stories, by posting on social media platforms like Youtube or X. The liberalisation of information allows anyone to share and spread their personal experience of an event, in real time. This new form of reporting takes place ahead of or outside traditional media structures and can function as a firewall - holding media accountable for any inaccuracies or lack of news coverage. 
Normative discussions around professional and citizen journalism have flourished with the emergence of the internet, but their level of significance has arguably peaked due to the popularization of digital platforms for news sharing, consumption and distribution. In this regard, there is ample evidence suggesting that professional journalism has been traditionally reluctant to accept the basic tenets and practices of citizen journalism.
